PROGRAM OVERVIEW

Loudoun Soccer’s recreational program provides varying soccer opportunities for 3-year-olds up to 18-year-olds. Players born between
Aug. 1, 2004 and July 31,2006 (U4-U5) participate in the Mini Soccer Program (MSP) that provides age-appropriate games and
activities for children in preschool. Players born between Aug 1, 1997 and Jul. 31, 2004 (U6-U12) participate in the House program that
provides small-sided games to promote player development. Older recreational players born between Aug. 1, 1990 and Jul. 31, 1997
(U13-U19) participate in 11 v 11 games against Loudoun Soccer and non-Loudoun Soccer teams that are organized through the
Suburban Friendship League (also known as and referred to as SFL).

You may register online at www.loudounsocccer.com, by mail or in person at the Loudoun Soccer office. Blank registration forms can
be found at your local community & visitor centers, Play it Again Sports, and SuperNoVA Sports, printed from Loudoun Soccer's web
site, or at our office in Leesburg at 302-B Industrial Court. The Travel team program is available for qualified players born after
8/1/2001. Tryout dates are in late spring. The TOPSoccer Program is available for players with special needs. See the Loudoun
Soccer website for detailed program information including program start dates.

Registration Form Instructions

1. Fill out the Parent/Guardian Information including father and mother names, work phone numbers and E-Mail addresses in the
blanks provided. You will not receive registration and other important information if you do not include your current e-mail
address. Please check one of the volunteer categories to help out with any support roles that are listed.

2. Enter the child’s name, birth date, sex, school and grade information in the blanks provided. Proof of age (copy of birth
certificate) must be included with the completed registration form if not provided in a prior season.

3. Mini Soccer players that are either U4 or U5 (born between Aug. 1, 2004 and July 31, 2006) only play in Ashburn, Brambleton,
Leesburg, South Riding, Purcellville or Sterling. Players registering in this age group from other towns will be placed as close to
their town as possible.

4. Uniforms- Mini Soccer players will be given a jersey. We do not provide uniforms to U6-U12, purchasing information and
locations are posted on the website. Uniforms for U13-U19 players are purchased separately through and the fee of $36 must be
included with registration. SFL players that haven’t played in the last 4 seasons must purchase a uniform.

5. For U8, U9, U10, Ull & U12 recreational players (born between 1-Aug. 1, 1998 - Jul. 31, 2002), you can register for either
Recreation or Challenge. Each division promotes player development in the same small-sided game format. The Challenge
league is intended for those children more seriously focused on soccer and have previous soccer experience. Players and
parents must be willing to make a stronger commitment to prioritizing development above the social aspects of youth soccer.
Challenge League Commitment/Requirements: Please take note when registering for our Challenge league, the registered
player will be REQUIRED to undergo a skills evaluation. The information obtained at this evaluation will be used to place players
equally among the teams. As such, No Special Requests will be honored. Switching among teams, once placed, will NOT be
accommodated. Players who register for the Challenge League, but cannot attend at least one scheduled practice each week on
their assigned Challenge team (due to a conflict) will NOT be re-assigned to another Challenge team. Instead, that player will be
re-assigned to a Recreational level team if space is available. U11 Challenge information is posted on the website.

6. Schedule Limitations: If you have carpool requirements or potential conflicts with practice times due to other activities, please
indicate that in the Schedule Limitations field. An effort will be made to honor requests, however, Loudoun Soccer cannot make
any guarantees nor give refunds if requests cannot be met. Challenge requests will not be accepted.

7. Be sure to sign and date the form in the space provided under the liability waiver.

8. Enter the proper fee amounts in the blanks provided, and submit a check for the total amount. A single check may be written for all
player registrations submitted together. Registration fee includes an end-of-season trophy or medal.

9. Mail the form(s) and your check to Loudoun Soccer P.O. Box 1358, Leesburg VA 20177. Incomplete registrations may be
returned and late fees may apply if not resubmitted by the registration deadline.

Fee Schedule and Refund Information

The registration fee for Fall 2009 is $85 per player plus a Loudoun Co. Maintenance and Sports User Fee of $10 for a total of
$95. Credit card payment is only available through on-line registration and will close July 15. A $25 late fee applies on a per player
basis for all forms postmarked after July 15, 2009 and players registering after that time will be placed on a wait list. The late fee is
non-refundable unless Loudoun Soccer is unable to place a child on a team. Families registering four or more players pay only for
three players. Please contact Loudoun Soccer for financial assistance if you are unable to pay the registration fee.

All players will be processed on afirst come, first served basis. Therefore, some players registered prior July 15 may not get
placed on teams if the maximum capacity has been met. On-time reg. or late fee payment does not guarantee placement on a team.

Refund requests MUST be submitted in writing with signature (via mail or fax) by Sept 4, 2009 to: Loudoun Soccer REFUNDS, P.O.
Box 1358, Leesburg VA 20177 or fax to 703-777-1029. A $15 per player processing fee will be subtracted from all requested refunds.
Late fees are non-refundable. Players not placed on a team will receive a full refund. A $25 fee will be charged for returned
checks. Refunds will not be made for cancellations due to inclement weather, injuries or other circumstances beyond our control.
